3. Location

Where is it?  Why is it located there?

· Absolute location is given in degrees of latitude and longitude (a global location) or a street address (local location). 
Sachem North High School’ local location is 212 Smith Road
Sachem North High School’s global location is lat 40o N and lon 73oW
· Relative location depends upon point of reference, e.g. near, far, a short drive.  It is described by landmarks, time, direction or distance from one place to another and may associate a particular place with another.

4. Human/Environment Interaction

How do people interact with and change their environment?

Human beings depend on their environment for the things they need to survive, they adapt to their environment (they change things they do in order to survive) and they modify (change) the environment to fit their needs.  How do humans and the environment affect each other?  We change the environment and then sometimes Mother Nature changes it back.  For example, earthquakes bring down buildings we built for shelter or work, mudslides wipe out villages.
Examples of the three key concepts to human/environmental interaction:

1. Humans depend on the environment.  We depend on fertile soil for growing food, on rivers and lakes for water.

2. Humans adapt to the environment.  People adapt to the environment by wearing clothing that is suitable for summer and winter, rain and shine.  

3. Humans modify the environment.  People modify the environment by heating and cooling our buildings for comfort.

5.  Place

What is it like?

· Physical Characteristics – landforms (mountains, plains, etc.), bodies of water (oceans, lakes, bay, etc.) ecosystems (soil, plants, animals, and climate).
· Human Characteristics – are derived from the ideas and actions of people that result in changes to the environment, for example bridges, roads, buildings, culture, language.  All places have features that distinguish them from other places.
